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THE INSTITUTION 
 

South Dakota State University (SDSU) is the state’s largest, most comprehensive university. As 

South Dakota's Morrill Act land-grant university, SDSU had a fall 2014 enrollment of 12,557 

students from all 50 states and 79 countries. Approximately 67 percent of SDSU students are 

residents of South Dakota, 29 percent are from other states and 4 percent from other countries.

With six 

field stations and more than 17,000 acres of land across the state devoted to scientific exploration, 

the Agricultural Experiment Station is the largest public and privately funded research organization 

in the state. 

SDSU Extension, with eight Regional Extension Centers across the state, is South Dakota’s source 

for objective, vetted and relevant new knowledge generated through research. Extension’s online 

learning portal, iGrow.org, served nearly 600,000 users with more than 925,000 page views last year.

The successful applicant will be expected to establish an applied research program leading to peer-

reviewed publications in high quality, high impact journals; mentor and advise undergraduate and 

graduate students; and participate in general departmental and University service activities and 

engage with the Faculty of the Division of Management and Economics.
