The Campus President oversees campus efforts in the areas of admission, strategic 

planning, allocation and management of resources, faculty relations, student and employee alliance-

building, community and public relations, accreditation and compliance, and productivity 

measurement and improvement.  The Campus President is expected to be a strong communicator 

and collaborative leader on campus, within the school, with all constituents, and in the community. 

Principle Duties: 

 In collaboration with the national leadership team and within the strategic plan, develop and 

promote long- and short-range goals for the campus.  Be the voice of the Chicago campus at 

the national leadership table. 

 In collaboration with the Chief Academic Officer, ensure a culture of excellence in 

educational programs, teaching, research, and scholarship. 

 In collaboration with the Chief Finance Officer, ensure excellence and effectiveness in 

resource allocation and administration.

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 Develop and nurture relationships with regulatory oversight agencies. Lead the campus 

activities in preparing for self-studies, focus visits and comprehensive accreditation reviews. 

 Build and grow student enrollment and actively enhance retention and graduation. 

 Plan and administer the campus annual budget, manage the revenues of the operation, and 

control the expenses. Oversee and deliver desired campus financial results, ensuring the 

campus grows revenues and operating surplus according to approved budgets and long-

range plans.  

 Assess needs for resources on campus and ensure that required resources are planned, 

acquired, and properly implemented.   

 Develop a strong team of campus administrators, faculty and staff.  Responsibilities include 

hiring, mentoring, advising, directing, and evaluating.

As a multicultural city that thrives on the harmony and diversity of its neighborhoods, Chicago 
today embodies the values of America's heartland – integrity, hard work, and community – and 
reflects the ideals in the social fabric of its 77 distinct neighborhoods. Some favorite ethnic 
communities to explore in Chicago include Greektown, Chinatown, Ukrainian Village, and Little 
Italy.  
 
Chicago is recognized across the United States as a very passionate sports town with professional 
teams such as the Chicago Bears, Blackhawks, Bulls, Fire, Cubs, and White Sox.  
 
The dining choices in Chicago area are as diverse as the people, and everything from ethnic food to 
contemporary and innovative dining can be found. The city is home to 23 Michelin-starred 
restaurants, with one three-star restaurant, Alinea.  Saveur magazine even dubbed Chicago

Chicago has long been known for theatre, from big productions at landmark venues in Chicago’s 
downtown Theatre District to experimental works at small storefront theaters in outlying 
neighborhoods. In addition, Chicago's theatre community spawned modern improvisational theatre.

Chicago is a travel hub, which means it’s easy to get to and from anywhere in the country or the 
world. Chicago is served by Midway International Airport on the south side and O'Hare 
International Airport, the world's third busiest airport, on the far northwest side.
