Position Summary

The School of Health Sciences, housed within the College of Health and Human Sciences at Kansas State
University, is seeking a Program Director for their Physician Assistant Program. This 12-month, non-tenure track
position at the rank of Clinical Associate Professor or Clinical Professor will be responsible for the continued
development, management, and accreditation of the PA Program. This position reports to the Dean and the
Interim School Director.

Duties

PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION & ACCREDITATION:

e Lead accreditation process and coordinate site visits

¢ Obtain and maintain accreditation-continued status

e Comply with ARC-PA accreditation standards and policies

e Provide effective program leadership by exhibiting responsiveness to issues related to program
personnel, strong communication skills, and proactive problem solving

e Be knowledgeable about and responsible for the organization, administration, planning, development,
and fiscal management of the program

e Provide supervision and evaluations of medical director, principal faculty, instructional faculty, and
program staff

e Develop, review, and revise as necessary the program’s mission statement, goals, and competencies

e Oversee the revision of program policies and procedures

e Interface with program stakeholders

e Responsible for continuous programmatic review and analysis, to include continuous self-study and
periodic self-study activities

e Serve as primary liaison between undergraduate programs; Admissions, Didactic and Clinical
Curriculum; and Promotion, Progression and Professionalism Sub-Committees

ACADEMIC MANAGEMENT & ADMISSIONS:

e Participate in the design, implementation, coordination, and evaluation of program curriculum while
ensuring it meets the expectations and requirements of HHS, the Higher Learning Commission, and
ARC-PA

e Provide student instruction, academic counseling, performance evaluation, and remedial instruction,
as needed
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e Assist principal and instructional faculty to revise course and lecture-based learning experiences in
response to instructor and course evaluation feedback

e Participate in the recruitment, screening, interviewing, and selection of applicants for admission to
the program

ABOUT THE PA PROGRAM

In a state where historically many of its 105 counties are considered medically underserved, the launch of the

Physician Assistant Program in 2022 was designed to positively impact healthcare access and outcomes across
the state. Housed within the School of Health Sciences, the 27-month PA program leads to a Master of Science
in Physician Assistant Studies (MSPAS) degree. The program follows the traditional medical model of training,
providing in-depth analysis of disease processes, diagnosis and treatment, and prepares students to serve as
primary health care providers who practice medicine with Physician supervision. The curriculum consists of three
semesters of classroom training in up-to-date facilities, followed by four semesters of clinical rotations. Interest
in the program has been strong with 960 applicants for 44 seats. Sixty-one percent of students are Kansas
residents and 42% express a desire to work in rural medicine.

At its June 2024 meeting, the Accreditation Review Commission on Education for the Physician Assistant, Inc.
(ARC-PA) placed the Kansas State University Physician Assistant Program on Accreditation-Probation status until
its next review in June 2026. The college is taking decisive steps to remediate the accreditation issues, and the
next director will have full support of the program’s faculty and college leadership in pursuing a positive
accreditation outcome and enhancing the program long-term.
